Freedom Food Assured Free Range or Bord Bia Egg Quality Assurance Scheme (EQAS) in the Republic of Ireland. As
caterers we must only use Grade ‘A’ shell eggs which are packed in accordance with The Eggs (Marketing Standards)
Regulations 1995.

This indicates that the Lion Code of Practice for Egg Products is being followed which covers the whole egg
production chain. We are therefore assured of the following:
